to render lav resolution frames for each wen therad file, setting "QJALITY=High" to compute inter
reflections. Theesulting ambient file is thrownway, snce it would disagree with the we-av ®tting

used for the final renderings. This method is preferable to settirgheption ofrpict, which frequently
results in splotchartifacts.
